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Guidance Notes for Ordinary Watercourse Land Drainage Consent Application

1. INTRODUCTION
Please read through these guidance notes and the application form carefully before you fill the form in.

If you are not sure about anything in these guidance notes, contact us using the details at the bottom of this form.

These guidance notes give you information to help you fill in your application for Ordinary Watercourse Land Drainage Consent.

Before completing this form you are recommended to contact us for advice on your proposal. Under the Land Drainage Act 1991, you need consent if you want to carry out any works which may affect the flow of water in an ordinary watercourse. 
There is a charge of £50 (VAT exempt) for each structure or operation for applications made under the Land Drainage Act.
Please follow this guidance to help avoid delays in your application.

2. HOW TO MAKE AN APPLICATION FOR CONSENT


The following notes should assist you in the completion of the application form and the submission of supporting documentation.

· Section 1 - Details of Applicant
The name of the individual, organisation or company applying for consent should be given along with the name, address and telephone number of a person who can be contacted to discuss the proposals.


· Section 2 - Agent’s Details
Agents acting on behalf of an applicant should enter details. If this section is completed, all correspondence will be sent to the Agent. Leave blank if not applicable.


· Section 3 - Applicant’s Interest in Land
We need to know what interest you have in the land where the works will be carried out (for example, whether you are the landowner or tenant). If any work will be carried out on land that you do not own, you will need permission from whoever owns the land.


· Section 4 - Location
The name of the watercourse as shown on the Ordnance Survey map should be given if known (many minor watercourses are unnamed). The location of the proposed works should indicate the nearest town/village, the address of the site or sufficient description to enable the site to be identified easily. The OS grid reference should include two prefix letters (indicated in the corner of OS maps), followed by eastings and northings, eg SU 123 456.

· Section 5 - Description and Purpose of Proposed Works
It is important to accurately describe the proposal(s) for which application is being made on the application form. State the purpose of the works and indicate in the box the number of structures for which consent is being sought.


· Section 6 - Description and Numbers of Plans and Sections Submitted
If you include a drawing which has been prepared for some other purpose, it is requested that those items for which consent is being sought should be highlighted in colour. Three copies of all relevant drawings are required. The drawings should not be larger than A0 size and should include:

a) Location Plan
This must be at an appropriate scale and be based on an Ordnance Survey map. It must clearly show the general location of the site where the proposed work will be carried out and include general features and street names. It must also identify the watercourse or other bodies of water in the surrounding area.

b) Site Plan
This should be drawn to scale, which must be clearly stated. Ordnance Survey maps or engineering drawings to a scale of 1:1250 or larger are recommended.

c) Detailed Drawings (Plans and Sections)
Provision of the following details will assist in the determination of your application:
• Plan(s) and cross-section(s) showing details of existing and proposed features. Cross sections should be drawn looking downstream on the watercourse 
• Details of existing and proposed water levels, shown on cross-sections or a longitudinal section of the relevant length of watercourse.
• Calculations to demonstrate the capacity of any proposed channel works, culverting or bridge works, compared to the existing.
• Land surface contours,(?)
• The materials to be used for any structures.
• The location of any proposed service pipes or cables which may affect the future maintenance of the watercourse.
• Details of any tree, shrub, hedgerow, pond or wetland area which may be affected by the proposed work.
• If within the floodplain,details of any planting or seeding within the river channel or adjacent to the watercourse.
• Bridges and Culverts – Additional cross-sections upstream and downstream of the proposed works and/or longitudinal section along the centre line of the watercourse are required sufficient for the average channel bed gradient to be determined.
• Dams and Weirs – A plan showing the extent of the impoundment under normal and flood conditions is required in order to assess the possible impact on neighbouring land.. 
• Existing fish passes or structures intended to allow fish to pass upstream and downstream.

d) Sketches
Sketches which clearly illustrate the proposed works and are adequately dimensioned will be acceptable.

· Section 7 - Construction Details
You need separate consents for the permanent works and any temporary works that do not form part of the permanent works. Temporary works could include, for example, cofferdams (watertight enclosures) across a watercourse, or temporary diversions of water while work is carried out. 

For any temporary work, we need to know how you are proposing to carry out the work. So you need to send us a “method statement” that includes details of the specific measures you plan to take to keep disruption to a minimum and reduce any unwanted effects while the work is being carried out.

We need to know when you are proposing to carry out the work and how long you think it will take. When you are planning the work you need to make sure that you have allowed enough time for us to consider your application.

· Section 8 - Other Interests
Tick appropriate box(es). If you answer “yes” to any of the questions, you will probably need extra licenses or consents from the Environment Agency before you start work. You should make sure that you have enough time to get all approvals you need before you start work. If you don’t, this could delay the work.

· Section 9 - Planning Approval
Some works may also require local authority planning approval in addition to consent. If you already have planning approval, please indicate the name of the planning authority, application reference number and date approval obtained.


· Section 10 - Sustainable Urban Drainage Board (SABS)
Please tick appropriate box if the application is associated with an approval issued by SABS.

· Section 11 - Name of Person/Organisation Responsible for Maintaining the Structure on Completion
This will normally be the applicant. Please indicate if responsibility is to pass to others. Please also indicate who is responsible for maintaining temporary works during the construction period.


· Section 12 - Brief Details of Environmental Impact of Works Etc
We have a legal duty to protect and improve the environment, so we must consider the environmental effects of your proposal.

You may need to carry out an environmental appraisal to assess the effects of your work. You should contact us before you send us your application so that we can give you advice on this. If you don’t, your application could be delayed.

The environmental appraisal should identify all likely effects on the environment. You should consider the direct and indirect effects the work has on sites and features of interest and species of particular value.

Include any specific measures you plan to keep disruption to a minimum and reduce any unwanted effects while the work is being carried out.

Set out any opportunities for you to improve the environmental value of the site. This may include creating water features, planting trees and shrubs that would normally grow at the site, providing bird nesting boxes or creating sustainable places for wildlife to live.

If, as part of a planning permission, you have been asked for an environmental appraisal, you must send it to us with all the other supporting documents we need. 

If your site falls within, is next to, or is linked to, a nature conservation site, contact us as soon as possible to discuss your proposals before you send us your application. 

Under the European Habitats Regulations, we must make sure that Land Drainage Consent does not have a direct or indirect negative effect on any site specified in the regulations, including:
- Sites of Special Scientific Interest (SSSIs)
- Designated Special Areas of Conservation (SACs);
- Special Protection Areas (SPAs);
- Listed RAMSAR sites; and
Scheduled Ancient Monuments (SAMs) 

Under the Habitats Regulations, we must consult Natural England or Countryside Council for Wales. You may want to contact these organisations yourself to get their views on your proposal.


· Section 13 – Flood Risk
The proposed works should not increase any flood risk to neighbouring properties and an assessment should be made to show that flood risk has been considered.


· Section 14 - Checklist
Enter the value of the cheque you are enclosing with your application, and sign and date the form. The fee for Land Drainage Consent, where charged, is £50 for each application for consent for each structure. These fees are payable to cover its costs for examining the proposals. Value Added Tax is not applicable. Cheques should be made payable to “South Oxfordshire District Council”.


· Section 15 – Declaration
By signing this section you are declaring that, as far as you know, the information you have provided, including the map and any supporting documents, is true. We will not accept any application that is not signed. 

If you are applying as a company which has trustees, all trustees must sign the declaration. If you are applying as a limited company, a company secretary or a director must sign the declaration.
